Participant Selection and Referral
Patient Candidate Criteria
Determination of candidates for home-based administration includes both study eligibility criteria as well as clinician approval. The criteria for the study include: 
1. Age ≥18 years;
2. patient receiving care at one of the partnering clinical sites;
3. can identify a treatment buddy (i.e., family, friend, or partner) who is willing and able to provide injections; 
4. has received at least the loading dose of CAB/RPV (i.e., 600mg/900mg IM) without serious adverse events; 
5. has no history of treatment failure; 
6. has no known or suspected resistance to either RPV or CAB; 
7. is interested in receiving home-based injections; 
8. is approved by their clinical team as a candidate for home-based injections; 
9. has the intention to use CAB/RPV for at least 12 months; 
10. is willing and able to give informed consent. 

TBY Candidate Criteria
1. Age ≥18 years, identified by the patient;
2. is willing and able to provide monthly or bimonthly LAI-ART injections at the patient’s chosen location;
3. is willing and able to give informed consent.
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
